In view of the importance of Ibn Abi Hatim’s book Al-Illal and its
scientific standing among the books of Hadith, especially the science of
ills, I wanted to make the subject of my thesis in one of its important
topics the non-conclusive critical statements in Ibn Abi Hatim’s book Al-
Illal, from the book of Marriage to the end of the book Narratives in the
Qur’an and Interpretation of the Qur’an, a critical study and dealt with in
it Twenty-five issues included the expressions of doubt and possibility in
the judgment of Abu Hatim and Abu Zara’a, may God have mercy on
them, on the reasoned hadiths. They used to express this method the
linguistic vocabulary that expressly indicates the meaning, as well as the
general context of the words that explicitly include this
meaning.
