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Abstract

This study aims to describe euphemistic expressions used in birth and
death events in Mosuli Arabic speech from a sociolinguistic perspective. The
problem is concerned with the fact that most of our studies fail to fill a gap.
There is a little research that has dealt with euphemisms used in the two
common situations, birth and death, notably from the sociolinguistic
prespective. To deal with the problem objectively, the study seeks to answer
a substantial question: how do people's euphemistic expressions vary across
gender, age, and educational status? In order to solve the problem, the study
hypothesizes that there is a distinction in using euphemistic expressions
between males vs. females, old vs. young, and educated vs. uneducated in
Mosuli Arabic speech community. In order to achieve the most important
aim, the study has adopted three complementary approaches: Warren’s
model (1992), Burridge's model (2012). Concerning data collection, three
techniques have been used: an observation technique, an interview technique
and posts on facebook. The participants in this study, are solely taken from
native speakers of Mosuli Arabic dialect. Forty-Four data samples are
analyzed according to the adopted models. The study comxes up with a
number of conclusions. First, Mosuli Arabic speakers use different sources
of euphemistic expressions which help them to send their messages kindly
Second, the data analysis of the data presented in Chapter Four shows that
social variables such as gender, age and educational status play an effective
role with reference to the use of euphemism. Women in Mosuli society use
euphemistic expressions of birth more than males, and this issue relates to
the nature of women because they generally tend to talk a lot compared to

men. On the other hand, men use more euphemistic expressions than women



in death situations. This issue is also due to the nature of men when
expressing grief. The study also shows that other social variables, such as
age, can affect a speaker’s speech; for instance, old people use euphemistic
expressions in both situations. Finally, it sheds light on the role of
educational status in using euphemisms; it seems that educated people tend

to use kind and nice words.
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
