And the Middle East, and Russia succeeded in approaching the Middle
East region greatly through multiple gates and was able to form cooperation
relations and sometimes alliances with influential countries in the region,
especially Turkey and Iran, as it successfully employed its military and energy
resources as a basis for that relationship, and this was reflected in its openness
to many countries, which strengthened their interests.
