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ABSTRACT

This research is carried out to investigate teaching competencies for English
language teachers in the Preparatory schools in Mosul through answering
the following questions:

1. What are the teaching competencies required for English language
teachers in the Preparatory stage from the male teachers’ point of
view?

2. What are the teaching competencies required for English language
teachers in the Preparatory stage from the female teachers’ point of
view?

3. Are there statistically significant differences between the male and
female teachers’ points of view regarding the necessary teaching
competencies for English language teachers in the Preparatory stage?

The research community was (181) male and female teachers (89)
male teachers and (92) female ones in the Preparatory schools in
Mosul of the academic year 2020-2021. The sample was chosen
randomly Consisting of (40) male teachers and (35) female teachers.

To achieve the research objectives , the researcher made a

questionnaire of the teaching competencies needed for English

language teachers which consisted of (36) items distributed into (3)

fields. The researcher depended on the previous studies in preparing

the tool of the research which met validity and reliability.

Some statistical ways have been used to analyze the data like the

percentage, Z-test ,and person correlation Sharpness

The most observable results were the following:

1. The English language male teachers have identified a number of
basic and necessary competencies that the English language
teacher must owns it in Preparatory stage.

2. The English language female teachers have identified a number of
basic and necessary competencies that the English language
teacher must possess in Preparatory stage.

3. There are no significant statistically differences between the male
and female teachers' points of view regarding the necessary
teaching competencies for English language teachers in the
Preparatory stage.
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In light of the results achieved, the researcher presented some
relevant conclusions, recommendations and suggestions.
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
