The current research aims to identify (the effect of the auditory-oral
method in developing the reading and speaking skills of fourth-grade
primary school students in the English language subject)

The researcher verified the research objective by formulating four
null hypotheses that were subjected to experimentation and adopted the
experimental design with two equivalent groups, and the pre- and post-
tests. The size of the research sample was (40) female students who were
intentionally selected from (Tal Wa'l) government primary school in the
district of Al-Shura in the city of Mosul for the academic year
(2024/2023). They were distributed into two groups: the first
experimental group with (20) female students who studied according to
the auditory-oral method and the second group with (20) female students
who studied according to the traditional method. The researcher
conducted equivalence between the two research groups in the following
variables: intelligence test, the chronological age of the female students
calculated in months, the grades of the English language subject and the
overall average of the female students' grades in the third grade of
primary school. Parents' educational level, pre-test scores, and reading
and speaking skills. The researcher prepared the teaching plans for the
experimental and control groups, with (40) plans, (20) plans for the
control group and (20) plans for the experimental group, and (25)
behavioral objectives were formulated. The researcher prepared two
tools: the first is a speaking skill test, which in its final form consists of
(5) paragraphs, and the second is a reading skill test, which also in its
final form consists of (5) paragraphs. The validity and reliability of the
two research tools were verified, as well as the discriminatory power of
their paragraphs. The experiment was applied in the first semester of the
academic year (2024/2023) and the experiment began on Sunday,
corresponding to (10/15/2023) and continued for (9) weeks. The
researcher herself studied the two research groups, and the experiment
was completed on Thursday, corresponding to (12/21/2023). The two
research tools were applied remotely, and the researcher used the
following statistical methods to process the data statistically: (the second
test (t-test) for two independent samples, Paragraph difficulty equation,
paragraph distinction equation, chi-square test).

The researcher recommends the following results:

1-

"There is a statistically significant difference at the level (0.05)
between the average scores of the experimental group students who
studied using the auditory-oral method and the average scores of the
control group students who studied using the traditional method in the
post-reading skill."

"There is a statistically significant difference at the level (0.05)
between the average scores of the experimental group students who
studied using the auditory-oral method and the average scores of the
control group students who studied using the traditional method in the
post-speaking skill."

"There is a statistically significant difference at the level (0.05)
between the average scores of the experimental group students who
studied using the auditory-oral method and the average scores of the
control group students who studied using the traditional method in
developing the post-reading skill." 4- "There is a statistically
significant difference at the level of (0.05) between the average scores
of the development teams for the pre- and post-test of the
experimental group students who studied using the auditory-oral
method, and the average scores of the control group students who

studied using the traditional method in developing the post-speaking
skill."

In light of the research results, the researcher recommended a

number of recommendations, including the following:

1- Organizing training courses by the General Directorate of Education in

Nineveh Governorate, Preparation and Training Division, and urging
Mosul University professors (specializing in teaching methods) to
train male and female teachers in primary schools on the use of
modern methods and strategies and how to apply procedural steps in
the educational process.

2- Urging educational supervisors / teachers to use modern methods and

strategies in teaching, including (the auditory-oral method).
