Abstract

The Iraqi-Turkish relationships have passed through a number of
transformations and renewed situations at the political, economic,
security levels. Such transformations and situations are imposed by the
nature of the governing radical changes. In spite of the different
philosophy of their ideology, they always tried maintain the specialties of
the two nations, specialties that extended to a long period of time,

exceeding five centuries.

The time span of the study covers five important events which are
the Turkish military coups Phenomenon (1960-2016). Therefore, the

study is divided into an introduction, three chapters, and a conclusion.

The introduction (Historical Stations in the Course of the Iraqi
Turkish relationships until 1959) includes a brief historical review of the
bonds and relationships between Iraq and Turkey. The first chapter
tackles Iraq’s attitude towards the Turkish military coup in 1960. The
second chapter discusses Iraq’s attitude towards the Turkish coup leaders
(1971, 1980). The third chapter, on the other hand, is devoted to
examining Iraq’s attitude towards the Turkish coup in 1997, and the
failed coup in 2016. Finally, the conclusion mentions the most important

results of the study.

In fact, the Iraqi situations towards the military coups in Turkey
(1960-2016) were similar, but they were different as a result of the

conditions that surrounded these relationships.
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
