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Summary

The number of unknown narrators in Sahih lbn Khuzaymah is
fifty—seven, and it has been revealed through the study that these
narrators are from the centuries of charity. They are from the
subaltern class, the followers of the followers, and some of them
documented the scholars, and the trustworthy narrators narrated
from them, and their narrations followed them by the trustworthy
narrators and others, and found valid evidence for them, and they
fall under an established basis from the Holy Qur’an, the authentic
Sunnah, the sayings of scholars, and their hadiths in the chapter on
the virtues of deeds. Than it tolerates.

Ibn Khuzaymah said on the authority of two of these two unknown
narrators, and he said about twenty—five of them: | do not know him, and
the study included those about whom the Hafizan said: Al-Dhahabi and
Ibn Hajar: Unknown, and these narrators have trust, and among them are
the Saduq, and among them are the weak, and among them is unknown.
Case, eye.

This shows us the reason for lbn Khuzaymah's leniency in the
narration about them, and some of their narrations are the most
correct thing in the chapter. The individual trusting the unknown does
not remove ignorance from him, and some of those who said about
them: | do not know him, trustworthy, weak, and unknown, and lIbn
Khuzaymah narrated in his Sahih about unknown people without
warning them, and some of those who narrated about them the wound
of scholars, and he endured them for various reasons, including

follow—up Both types, evidence, and so on.
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
