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Abstract

The study deals with the phenomenon of grammatical interpretation of
Al-Fariqi in his book 'The distinction in explaining the verses of the
problem of parsing'. The dissertation is done over an introduction, three
chapters and a conclusion.

The preface included two sections defining the problem and its causes
in the book of the distinction (Al-Ifsah), and defining the interpretation
and its causes in the book of distinction (Al-Ifsah).

The first chapter of the thesis included a study of the phenomena of
deletion and addition. The deletion was the most common means of
interpretation. Deletion in the section of nouns included: deletion of the
Inceptive, the Comment, The Actor, The Accusative, the Infinitive,
deleting the reference from correlation, the vocative, and the genitive. It
also covers the deletion of verbs as some verses indicate that the verb is
deleted. Concerning the deletion of letters, it dealt with deleting the letter
of the vocative particle interjection, the preposition, the character waw ()
in Rab (God), the character of interrogation, the T of feminine, the case,
and the intention.

As for the increment, some words have been added, including the
addition of was (Kana), ma, inna, fa, kaf, and baa.

As for the second chapter, it included the phenomena of presentment,
belatedness, and dismissal. As for the presentment and belatedness, it
included advancing the comment over the inceptive, advancing the verb
before the subject, and prioritizing the case over its relevant. As for the
separation between the two correlative things only, it included the
separation between the inceptive and the comment, the genitive and the
adjunct to genitive, the adjective and the descriptive, and the separation
between the constituent and the element, and the separation between 'as
if' (ka'ana) and its name.

As for the third chapter only, it included the analogy at the position
and the meaning. The analogy at the position, discussed the nominal
singular vocative, the analogy at the position of the (Inna) name, and the

syndesis of the comment of 'laisa' (not), and 'ma' that is associated with
'ba’ (the b).

As for the analogy at the meaning, it studied the conception on the
meaning after the completion of the speech, the masculine feminization,
and the feminine masculinization.



As for the conclusion, it included the most important results that were
reached, such as: Al-Fariqi arranged the enigmatic verses according to the
alphabetical letter of the rhyme. And that the phenomenon of deletion is
predominant.
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
