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Abstract

The civil judge in the civil lawsuit has wild authority in estimating
the electronic bonds, where define that an authority find its base in the
jurisprudent text which permit to the civil judge adeption of estimating the
vindication evidences in the action and complete what lack from 1it, it is
narrow and expand according to the vindication system and the presented
evidence.

So, judge authority in the estimating differ from his authority in the
adapting from the sense and from the priority in the judicial work and from
the jurist organizing, in addition to it is singling from his authority in the
interpretation from the following side: aim, place, and from the serializing
in the judicial work.

The judge authority in the estimating of the electronic bonds valid
explaining in two cases, the first is: his authority in estimating the bonds
valid from the shape and external safc of the electronic bonds by himself
which they define that "editresses including compact, saving, sending,
recipient, or kept data in electronic form, or any another similar means
carried out in electronic devices, maybe e-mail, telegraphic, or telex, or any
means conjugated with electronic signature certified by depending and
authorized body".

The judge endure the ensuring from valid of the external aspect for
the electronic bond from existence of the jurist conditions and scope of
existence of safety in kept that bond as it 1s established without adjustment,
changing, omit, or mutating, and if the material faults like scrating and
scrub were difficult on the electronic nature for these bonds, but if were
copy on the paper.

The second case is when vilification in valid of the electronic bonds,
most of comparison laws gone to returning to the general bases in the
vindication, because of that bases which mentioned above can not apply
on the electronic bonds, because different of these environments.
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
