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Abstract

This thesis is entitled " The Difference of Ibn Malik's Grammatical
Views in his two books Sabik Al-mandhum and Tas'heel Al-Fawaid .
Difference in opinions, sects, people and their different colour and
orientations i1s a common fact of life. Ibn Malik adopted different
opinions from one book to another. Among the books that show his
different opinions are Sabik Al-mandhum and Faak Al Mukhtum and
Tas'heel Al-Fawaid and Takmeel Al Magasid. Since it is well-known that
a writer or a scientist holds opinions different from others, it was
strange, not familiar , and new for a person to have personal different
opinions at the same time . Herein lies the significance of this study, a
topic which deserves careful consideration and discussion. Undoubtedly,

Ibn Malik had many reasons to change his opinions from time to time.

The study ends up with a number of results. First, it affirms that
the difference in the two opinions regarding one issue takes place in
Malik's two books through his two ideas on the issue under discussion.
Second, this difference of opinions is a shortcoming in him; rather, it is a
merit for which he is greatly praised. In fact, such difference indicates the
development of his thinking and his scientific maturity Moreover, it
shows that he is a man who returns to the right path when he discovers

the truth, thereby expressing man's imperfect nature.
