ABSTRACT
The present research belongs to prose studies that approached the

ancient prose text as an attempt to work on reviving prose texts especially
that it did not receive the required attention and study if it is compared to
poetry.

This reference is the cultural center on which the text is based, whatever
it is , hence our desire to study the reference in the speeches of the rightly
caliphs. We have noticed that it is divided into three sections: religious
subjects , acciounts reference and subjects reference .
