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Abstract

The distinguished position occupied by the Ottoman Empire
among researchers, especially Iraqis, was characterized in the form of
books, academic studies and research that expressed in their ranges the
history of the Ottomans, which spanned about six centuries in three
continents of the world, Asia, Africa and Europe.

Hence, since the beginning of the seventies, Iraq witnessed a
clear interest by Iraqi historians in the history of the Ottoman era, after
the opening of postgraduate studies at the Faculty of Arts in other Iraqi
universities. The outcome of this interesting was a good number of
theses and dissertations that dealt with the Ottoman era in Iraq or in the
Arab states or about the general Ottoman history, and this path is still
open for researchers to study different aspects of the Ottoman era.

The years of the thesis were enclosed between the years 1971-
2003 AD, as it was considered the year 1971 AD as a historical entry for
the completion of the first academic thesis on Ottoman history in Iraqi
universities. It was for the student, Niaz Muhammad Shukrij, who is a
Yugoslavian, while the end of the thesis was in the year 2003 AD. It is as
turning point in higher studies in Iraq, which is symbolized by the end of
the siege on Iraqis and giving freedom to researchers by providing the
appropriate conditions to complete the requirements of historical
scientific research.

In order to give a clear image on this subject, we divided the
thesis into four chapters and a conclusion, as the first chapter was under
titled of the contributions of Iraqi historians in writing the history of the
Ottoman era until 1971 AD. Which subdivided into two sections, the
first was entitled the importance of studying the history of the Ottoman
era, and the second section was entitled the writings of Iraqi historians
and researchers about the Ottoman era until 1971 AD, and this chapter
was as an introductory chapter for the thesis.

It was necessary that the second chapter be the broadest chapters
of the thesis, due to the large number of master's theses that were
discussed in Iraqi universities during the devastating 1971-2003 AD.
Since the chapter begins with a simple introduction on the development
of higher studies in Iraq, to handle with the core of the topic, which is



the presentation of the contents of master’s theses on the history of the
Ottoman era which placed in three sections, the first section dealt with
studies on the history of modern Iraq in the Ottoman era, while the
second section dealt with studies on the modern history of the Arabs in
the Ottoman era, and the last section included studies on the general
Ottoman history.

While the third chapter was on the same methodology as the
second chapter, but it was not the same size as the second chapter
because of the lack of doctoral dissertations discussed during the years
1971-2003 compared to master’s theses, the title of the chapter was a
presentation of the contents of doctoral dissertations on the history of the
Ottoman era, as it was divided into three sections, the first section dealt
with studies on the history of modern Iraq in the Ottoman era, while the
second section dealt with studies on the history of modern Arabs in the
Ottoman era, and finally the third section was entitled "Studies on the
general Ottoman history".

As for the fourth chapter, it dealt with the structure of preparing Iraqi
university theses and dissertations for the Ottoman era, and it consisted of
four sections: The first section referred to the conditions in which higher
students worked, while the second section, it sheds light on the trends of
writing the history of the Ottoman era, Whilst the third section dealt with
the chronological division of Iraqi university theses and dissertations on
the Ottoman era, and finally the fourth section dealt with the references
of information approved in theses and dissertations

Finally, the fifth chapter is appropriated to the study of the evaluation
of Ottoman rule and the results reached by researchers on the impact of
the Ottoman era, by dividing it into four sections, where the first section
included an evaluation of Ottoman rule through theses and dissertations
of university , As for the second section, it dealt with the findings of
researchers about the influence of the Ottoman era on Iraq. While the
third section touched on the findings of researchers about the impact of
the Ottoman era on the Arab states and international attitudes, and finally
the fourth section came under the title of results reached by researchers
on the general history of the Ottoman state. While the conclusion came to
present the most importance of findings of the thesis. While the
conclusion came to present the most important findings of the thesis.
