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ABSTRACT

The current research aims at investigate the impact of applying the
mastery learning strategy on the achievement of the pupils of the 5%
elementary class in the Islamic Education subject and their self-concept.

In order to achieve the objective of the research, the researcher has
drawn up the following two null hypotheses:

1. No statistical difference has been shown at level 0.05 between
the mean score of the pupils of the experimental group, which
have studied by mastery learning strategy for proficiency and
the mean score of the control group studied by the normal
teaching method.

2. No statistical difference has been shown at level 0.05 between
the mean score for the pupils of the experimental group that
have studied by mastery learning strategy for proficiency and
the mean score of the control group that have studied by normal
method in self concept.

The research has used the experimental design with the two equal
groups, the experimental and the controlling. The researcher has chosen —
deliberately- two elementary schools, Aladnaniya for boys, and class -A-
was selected to represent the experimental group, which has studied by
mastery learning strategy for proficiency. The number of pupils was 24;
the other school was Alqgahtaniya for boys, class -B- was selected to
represent the controlling group, which has studied by mastery learning
normal teaching method .The number of pupils, was 20. Therefore; the

total number of the research sample was 44 pupils.




Equivalence process between both groups has been carried out in
the following variables:

- The Islamic Education subject’s score of the 5™ elementary class
for the academic year 2004-2005,

- The average of other subjects of the same class,

- Age counted by months,

- The education acquisition of the pupils’ parents,

- The intelligence test score,

The researcher has prepared achievement test consisted of 42 items;
using; of multi-choice and completion type.

To verify its validity; the test was presented to a number of juries
for the approval of items; as for the test reliability; it was counted by the
Alpha Chronbach Equation, it reached 0.92 which is considered high.

The researcher has adopted Fayadh Scale of self concept-1986,
which is consisted of 118 items. To verify its validity; the scale was
presented to a number of juries for the approval of its items. As to scale
reliability, it was counted by the Re-test method and reached 0.85 which
is considered high.

The experiment lasted for 10 weeks from the 2™ of Oct. to the 26™
of Dec. and the researcher has made use of the following statistical aids:

1. T-test for two independent samples.

The following findings have been attained:

1. Statistically differences have been shown at level 0.05 between
the mean score for the pupils of the experimental group which

has studied by mastery learning strategy for proficiency and the




mean score for the pupils of the control group which has studied
by the normal teaching method in favor of the experimental
group.

2. Statistically differences have been shown at level 0.05 between
the mean score for the pupils of the experimental group which
has studied by mastery learning strategy for proficiency and the
mean score for the pupils of the control group which has studied
by the normal teaching method in self concept, in favor of the
experimental group.

In the light of the research findings; the researcher has presented a

number of recommendations and suggestion.
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
