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ABSTRACT

The utilistion of direct telecast is one of the outstanding elements
of the technological development in the field of communications . The
technology of satellite makes the transmission of images very possible
in all over the continents . This makes the world transpassing the
political and geographical borders .As it i1s know , the telecast
transmits from the ground station of the satellite directly which
transmits it to the televisions everywhere . this has its deep effect on
the 1deas , information , news and world events since the mass-media
become one of the highly influential factors in international relations .
H contributes in events making especially we live in an age where
everything is globalized .

The importance of the subject imposes itself in the fact that the
direct transmission of the televisions is considered as of the mass
media which can be used by the state to intervene in the political ,
scientific m cultural and social affairs of other countries . On the other
hand ,the small countries hare no longer any control on the
programmes and ideas transmitted by foreign televisions stations
which become the main elements of international communications
after the banishment of all distance and made the world as a small
village . It is possible that this transmission contains a sort of
aggression or war propaganda or sedition and provocation of revolt or
provocation of racial and sectarian violence . Such programmes
contain an offense to religion , culture and tradition of the nation .
This will lead to disorder and sedition in the country and in this case ,
even the direct military operations will not be of ufility in this respect .
This is of course a real violation of the principle of sovereignty of the
state and its independence and the principle of non-international in the
internal affairs of the countries.

In spite of the dangers of the direct transmission of the television
and the satellite channels the international organization is not effective
in this field because of the difference in points of view of the state
about imposing restrictions to the information and the liberty of mass
media . They consider these aspects as part of human rights included
in international conventions for the benefit of the sovereignty of the
state and public order and their political , economic and social
interests . In spite of all that there are some international conventions
which can be applied on the activities of television stations .

In fact , the international conventions secure the freedom of
information and its free transmission but this freedom is not absolute



but it is restricted to preserve public order and the reputations of other
and the practice of this freedom in away which contradicts the purpose
and the objective of the united nations . These means must be used in
order to reinforce the friendly relations among the nations .

The telecast is considered as a legal activity which is not prohibited
by public International Law . But if it contains aggression and
provocation ad propaganda for war , rebel and racial social and
religious sectarian sedition among the people this will cause a real
confusion in international relations and the stability , This will affect
world peace and security . In this case , the state which transmits these
programmes undertakes the international responsibility because its
behaviour is considered as a violation of principle of non-intervention
in the internal affairs of other starts and the principle pf sovereignty .
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
