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Abstract

This era is characterized by rapid progress in all industrial,
economic, political and military aspects, and the consequent progress and
great development in many other aspects such as rights, property,
transactions, etc., and in light of this development and progress many
types of rights that were not previously known, the most important of
which are Moral rights in all their different forms and forms, which
represent a kind of financial rights for individuals, states or groups, which
made them of great interest to scholars, whether individuals or
government institutions at all levels, due to their importance, and this
study addressed this topic, to know Its nature and its legal rooting,
knowing the extent to which it is considered money, it is permissible for
it to have all the permissible rights in money, and knowing the ruling on
its Zakat and Endowment. This study attempted to answer these questions
related to the financial rights of moral rights, the extent to which they are
considered in Islamic law, the extent to which Zakat is obligatory, and the
validity of its endowment. This study has concluded that these rights are
considered in Islamic law, and that they have a financial value that is
considered legal and customary, and it is not permissible to attack them,
and therefore the necessity of Zakat on them, as they are exploiters that
must be paid Zakat in their earnings, or that they may be treated as Zakat
on trade merchandise if taken Trade, as well as the validity of stopping
these rights in all its forms .
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
