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Abstract

The majority of the world's societies, particularly those of developing
countries, have witnessed a growing phenomenon of racially and sectarianism-
based violence and disputes, as a result of political events and their social
disintegration and caste conflicts, and the emergence of new States with diverse
identities; Thus, social and political instability has been undermined. Hence the
need to build a culture of peaceful coexistence among individuals in societies
that have suffered from the disintegration of their social structure. Governments
in post-conflict societies therefore saw the need to achieve and sustain
community peace and not to abandon their intellectual legacies and national and
national 1dentities, and to create favourable conditions and environments, which
are a set of elements harnessed by good Governments; To preserve social fabric,
promote a culture of tolerance, respect, peaceful coexistence, participation,
integration and mutual acceptance, and ensure that national values do not clash
with the subjects of society; through a political environment conducive to the
peaceful management of multilateralism to prevent conflicts in post-conflict
societies.

Post-conflict societies on the African continent have experienced
difficulties in achieving harmony and integration among diverse communities
Political systems in these societies have therefore melted the diverse
components of a single melting pot through the achievement of community
peace by engaging in the engineering of political systems and their institutions
and legitimizing their authority, thereby entrenching the values of democracy,
The Republic of Ghana is one of the promising States in West Africa s political
system and its use of engineering mechanisms, Harnessing the potential of
formal and informal institutions in order to achieve stability and integration
between social classes and their components with each other on the one hand
and among political and social class, with the presence and exploitation of the
State's natural resources, geopolitical characteristics, wealth and diverse social
components that help to achieve community peace However, it is not without
facing internal and external challenges. s societies ", requires a sustained effort
to confront and overcome them, to consolidate and sustain the societal peace of
post-conflict States.
