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Summary

Praise be to God, Lord of the Worlds, and prayers and peace be
upon our master Muhammad, and upon all his family and
companions.

Scholars made the rank of Sahih Ibn Hibban the fourth of the
authentic books after Al-Bukhari, Muslim, and Ibn Khuzaymah. In
this letter, | wanted to explain the approach of this great imam and
to show the aspects in which he is distinguished, for he is a great
hadith and an outstanding critic, and to defend him for what was
challenged in him, and in his approach to wound and modification.
Especially in his book Al-Thigat, about which there is a lot of
controversy, and an explanation of the validity of what was attributed
to Ibn Hibban of leniency in documentation, is it actually leniency, or
is it a doctrine specific to him as to other scholars?; This thesis came
to find out the truth of that, and to explain its reason. This topic deals
with some of the aspects criticized by Ibn Hibban; And it is his
approach to wounding and modification, and one of the most
important of these aspects is his approach to documentation. Al-
Hafiz Ibn Hajar said: This is what Ibn Hibban went to, that if a man
removed the ignorance of his eye, he was on justice until he adopted
his wound, a strange doctrine, and the public is against it, and this
is what Ibn Hibban’s path in the book of trustworthy authors, and
here highlights the importance of this letter, as it aims to
demonstrate the accuracy of these drawbacks on the
documentation of Ibn Hibban, through an applied study of fifty-one
narrators whom Ibn Hibban trusted in his Sahih, and mentioned
them in trustworthy, and clarifying the sayings of scholars about
them, and reaching For a scientific result, through which it is
possible to reach an accurate description of his approach to
documentation, and to identify its most prominent features.

The modern rules and terminology were not regulated in specific
rules at the beginning of its inception, as it went through a
foundational phase before establishing and restricting its rules. lbn
al-Salah is the first to set the rules of hadith science, so all the words




and terms used before him are considered; An original stage that is
not controlled by a specific base, and the same is true of the term
“authentication.” It went through stages of authenticity and
restrictiveness until it reached us in its conventional meaning.

Based on this, the scholars differed in documenting Ibn Hibban on
statements: the most just of them is the statement of the Iraqgi hafiz,
which is the detail: if two or more narrated from him and Ibn Hibban
trusted him, and we did not find a wound for others in it, then it is
used as evidence, and if we find an explanation for others in it, then
it is presented.

The study includes fifty-one narrators that Ibn Hibban declared to
document in his Sahih and mentioned them in his trustworthy ones.
This statement of documentation brings them to the first degree of
documentation ranks of lbn Hibban, which was classified by the
Yemeni teacher, and he said in it: It is not less than the
documentation of other imams, but perhaps it is proven by
documentation. Many of them.
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
