Abstract
The thesis was based on an introduction and two chapters. The

introduction included defining the concept of vision, then presenting the
creative biography of the writer Fateh Abdel Salam. The first chapter
studied (objective vision) with an introduction and three sections. The
first section included a study of (referential vision) in terms of cultural
vision, Islamic vision, and realistic vision, while the second section
studied (historical vision) in terms of World War II, the Iran-Iraq war, the
economic blockade on Iraq, and the American occupation of Iraq. The
third section studied (popular vision) in terms of traditions, customs,
professions, and family relations. The second chapter studied (artistic
vision) with an introduction and three sections. The first section included
a study of (narrative vision) in terms of background vision, participatory
vision, and external vision, while the second section studied (temporal
vision) in terms of temporal vision according to retrieval and anticipation,
temporal vision according to the ascending and descending temporal
systems, and temporal vision according to horizontal natural time /
vertical psychological time. The third section studied (spatial vision) in
terms of cinematic vision, plastic vision, and geographical vision. The
thesis was based on an analytical study of the vision in the novel (The
Second Flood) by Fateh Abdel Salam on two levels: the objective vision
according to the reference, history and popular heritage, and the artistic
vision at the level of the elements of the novel: narration, time and place
to reveal the aesthetic values and deduce the connotations that resulted
from them to reach the revelation of the comprehensive vision with a
huge set of concepts, ideas and values that indicated the novelist’s

awareness, experience, experiment and knowledge.
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
