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Abstract

The research aims to identify the extent to which Arabic language
teachers take into account the emotional aspects of Krathol’s classification
and its relationship to the aesthetic taste of their students .In order to
achieve the objectives of the research, the researcher developed several

questions and hypotheses that must be verified as follows:

2— To what extent do Arabic language teachers take into account the
emotional aspects of Krathol’s classification, from their students’ point of

view in light of the academic branch variable (biological, applied, literary)?

2— What is the level of aesthetic taste among students of the fifth year of
preparatory schools in the light of the scholastic branch variable

(biological, applied and literary)?

3- Is there a statistically significant difference at the level (0.05) between
the averages of taking into account the emotional aspects of Arabic
language teachers from their students’ point of view, according to the

study branch (biological, applied, literary)?

4- Is there a statistically significant difference at the level of significance
(0.05) between the averages of aesthetic taste among the fifth year middle
school students, according to the variable of the study branch (biological,

applied, literary)?k
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5- Is there a statistically significant correlation between the Arabic
language teachers’ consideration of the emotional aspects and the
aesthetic taste of their students in the light of the academic and total

branch variables .

In order to verify these questions and hypotheses, the researcher
adopted the descriptive analytical approach, so the research sample
consisted of (150) female students of the fifth preparatory grade
(biological, applied, literary) distributed over four schools (Al-Tala’a
Preparatory, Al-Zohour Preparatory, Andalus Preparatory, Knowledge
Preparatory schools) in Nineveh Governorate Center — the left side, for

the academic year 2020-2021

To achieve the objectives of the research, the researcher prepared
two tools, the first was to measure the extent to which Arabic language
teachers take into account the areas of Krathol’s emotional classification
from the female students’ point of view. Its face validity was presented to
a group of experts and jurors, in addition to verifying its psychometric
properties represented by (reliability and discrimination). As for the second
tool, it was a scale for measuring aesthetic taste directed to the students
of the fifth year of preparatory schools in its three branches, where the
scale consisted of (25) items, and its validity was verified. The researcher
presented it to a group of experts and jurors, as well as to a pilot sample
consisting of (125) students to verify its psychometric properties

represented by (reliability and discrimination).

The first tool was applied to the basic sample electronically on

Monday 11/14/2020, while the second tool was applied to the basic
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sample on Sunday 3/12/2021 in attendance. Where the data were
collected and analyzed statistically using (one—sample t-test, analysis of

variance, and quantitative test) and the results showed:

1- There is a statistically significant difference between the average
achieved for the emotional aspects compared to the hypothetical
and realized average, and in favor of the biological branch.

2- There is a statistically significant difference between the achieved
and hypothetical averages, in favor of the hypothetical in aesthetic
taste, and in favor of the biological branch.

3—-There are no statistically significant differences between the

arithmetic averages achieved for the emotional aspects.

In light of the results, the researcher came out with a number of

conclusions, including:

1- The emotional aspects had a great impact on the aesthetic taste of

the students of the biological branch.

Therefore, the researcher made several recommendations, including:

1- Arabic language teachers should pay attention to the emotional and

skill side, as they are to the cognitive side

, the researcher suggested conducting a study entitled the extent to
which Arabic language teachers take into account aspects of the Simpson
classification of skill and its relationship to creative fluency among their

students.
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
