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Abstract

Man in Pre-Islamic period was aware of the fact that he is doomed
by a linear time which subduce to be coming which leads him to his end.
This study tackles this subject from different perspectives. It aims at
shedding light on the existential anxiety of man at that epoche. It is

divided into an introduction and four other chapters.

The introduction includes certain definitions of anxiety. It
concentrates on existential anxiety and its relationship with freedom and

death. All the types of existential anxiety start from the anxiety of fate.

The first chapter is devoted to the relationship between Attalal and
the existential anxiety. The importance of Attalal is also tackled. It is
tackled by both poets and critics. The present study tries to study and
interpret the most outstanding theories concerning Attalal. Sometimes,
some thoughts are tackled logically, other times historically and are
subdued to the nature of the nature of Arabs' life in its social and cultural

dimensions.

The second chapter studies the anxiety of old age and the stolen
time. It talks about old age as a period of age which is weried of time or
the last station which seperates man from death. In addition in tackles this

age as an unproductive period.

The third chapter (anxiety and tribe) consists of an introduction and
three sections. The introduction shows the importance of tribe in the
Arabic life in Pre Islamic period. It represents an existential security in an
invironment which in full of conflicts and battles. The first section is
devoted to the anxiety concerning the tribe. To protect it means to protect

one's self. The second section tackles the separation and ill relationship



between the poet and his tribe. The last section deals with the tribe as an

instrument of keeping one self.

The fourth chapter which is entitled "The terror of Time" consists
of an introduction and three other sections: night and cares, the
comprehensivity of destruction and the act of time between randomness
and selection. Then the conclusion which sums up the results which the

study reaches.
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
