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Abstract

The Relation Between The Ulamaa and The Governors of Mosul
(Fourth/Tenth-Seventh/Thirteenth A.H.)

The weakness of the central authority of the Abbasid caliphate in
Baghdad in the late Abbasid times encouraged some local powers in the
cities, including Mosul, to administer the city by self-conduct away from
the centralization, and their association with the Abbasid caliphate was
somewhat formal to give legitimacy to their rule, and among the most
prominent of those local powers that appeared in The city of Mosul, the
Hamdanid state (293-381AH / 905-991AD), then the mentally-owned
state (380-489AH / 990-1095AD) as well as the control of the rulers of
the Seljuk rulers (489-521AH / 1095-1127AD) and later the Atabetic
state (521-660AH / 1127) -1262 AD), as these forces took advantage of
the weakness of the Abbasid Caliphate to expand its influence at the

expense of the caliphate's powers.

The presence of scholars on the side of the authority became a
necessity for good governance due to considerations of efforts, and
accordingly the rulers of Mosul sought to gain their support and benefit
from their scientific experiences in rationalizing their policy and
providing advice to them, as well as motivating the Muslim masses and
pushing them to face internal and external challenges and overcome

them.



Consequently, this study sought to highlight the relationship of
scientists with their various paths with the rulers of Mosul over the course

of four centuries with the various states that followed their rule.

The research included an introduction, a presentation of the most
important sources, a boot, and four chapters, then the conclusion and

appendices and a list of sources and references.

As for the introduction, it showed the importance of the topic and
the comprehensiveness of the study, the relationship of scholars with the
rulers of Mosul, mentioned the contents of the message, and made a
presentation of the most important sources upon which the research

depended.

In the introduction: I talked about the relationship of scholars with
rulers from the Islamic conquest of Mosul in the year 16 AH / 637 CE
until the end of the third AH / 9th century CE.

As for the first chapter, I dealt with in it a review of the political
conditions of the rulers of Mosul between the fourth and seventh AH /

tenth and thirteenth centuries CE.

In the second chapter, I showed the relationship of scientists with
the rulers of Mosul during the period of research on the scientific side,
and the third chapter was devoted to research the relationship of scientists
with the rulers of Mosul during the period of research on the

administrative side.

As for the fourth chapter, it included the impact of the scholars

’relationship to power and their political and military role.

As for the most important results that emerged from the research,

the rulers of Mosul, who followed their rule between the fourth and



seventh centuries AH / tenth and thirteenth centuries CE, enjoyed the
support of the Abbasid Caliphate, and relations continued between the
two parties, despite the fact that in some cases they were going back
slowly. In this context, resident scholars and expatriates to Mosul found
the legitimacy of their dealings with its rulers to have taken a tradition of
ruling in this city, as some scholars had several tasks they performed for
more than one ruler, which indicates the tendencies of the ruling authority
to search for the individual skills of scientists and employ their expertise
in state administration And its details, and to confirm that those who

work in the possession of power in Mosul are competent.
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
