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Abstract

The thesis is based on an introduction, a preface, three chapters, and a

conclusion with the most important findings of the study.

The preface came under the title (On Narrative and Biography), in which
we dealt with the terms of the thesis title (narration, biography, and

narrative in poetry).

The first chapter dealt with the movement of the autobiographical
narrative, in two sections. The first topic was devoted to the study of
personality in terms of the main and secondary character, while the
second topic was devoted to the study of the event in terms of

sequential, circular and parallel patterns.

The second chapter dealt with the time and place of the
autobiographical narration, in two sections as well. The first topic was
devoted to the study of time in terms of types of time (natural and
psychological) and the arrangement of time (recall and anticipation), and
the second topic was devoted to the study of the place in terms of the

familiar and the hostile place

The third chapter studied the means of autobiographical narration in two
sections, the first section was devoted to the study of description in
terms of forms of description (describing the character, describing the
place, describing the thing), while the second section was devoted to the
study of dialogue in terms of external dialogue (explicit, non—explicit)

and internal dialogue.

The Diwan of Ibn Al-Moataz’s poetry, the work of Abi Bakr Bin Yahya
Al-Souli (d. 335 AH), study and investigation by Dr. Yunus Ahmed Al—-
Samarrai, was our first source in the study, and we relied on the
explanation of Majeed Trad, for the Diwan of Ibn Al-Moataz in extracting

the meanings of words in the margins.

The thesis relied on an analytical study of poetic texts and their
autobiographical methods, which necessitated that we look at the poet's
biography historically in order to approach his fictional poetry with his

autobiography.
