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Abstract

The study of redress for Reparation and all related aspects within
Iraqi financial legislation, which affects various segments of society, is
among the important topics in the field of financial legislation.

This study has immediate and future impacts on the financial
position of the state, as well as societal stability, sustainability, and the
stability of legal and financial transactions.

This research explores the theoretical and philosophical aspects of
the concept of redress for Reparation, including its legal basis as
discussed in international discourse. The focus of redress here concerns
the obligation imposed by international law on the state as a consequence
of international responsibility for an event that triggered such
responsibility, whether it involves an internationally wrongful act or a
domestically wrongful act that results in severe violations of human rights
and international humanitarian law.

In Iraqi financial legislation and comparative studies, financial forms
of redress include salaries, grants, compensatory allowances, and special
privileges stemming from various forms of legal liability, whether
contractual or tortious, attributable either to the perpetrator of the harm or
to the state when its responsibility is established and presumed by law.

In addition, non-financial forms of redress in Iraqi and comparative
law are examined, such as non-monetary compensation, satisfaction, and
rehabilitation. The study further addresses various funding sources for
redress, including allocations from the general budget, specialized funds,
and external financing sources. These sources are evaluated based on
certain standards, challenges, and obstacles, with proposed solutions and
recommendations provided. Additionally, the study analyzes mechanisms
for implementing redress under Iraqi and comparative legislation,
covering evidence, conditions, procedures, and standards required to
process eligibility requests.

An established procedural system for execution exists regarding
compensation recovery, in addition to clarifying the nature of the
evidence required to substantiate the damage, which in turn determines
the compensation through redress.
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
