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Abstract

The study deals with researching the results of what contemporary
international models have witnessed (Rwanda, Singapore, Malaysia,
Brazil) after they adopted political engineering, and achieved rapid
growth and success of public policies that achieved almost a miracle
during a record period, and the effect of this on foreign policy
orientations.

The study is an attempt to analyze political engineering internally
and its repercussions externally, since foreign policy is a reflection of
domestic policy, and that any success of the state in terms of its foreign
policy is nothing but the product of internal political engineering.

We decided that the logic of theorizing in political engineering
should be responsive to the reality in which we live in Iraq and aim to
address the security and economic development dilemma, and this is what
imposed on us the necessity to adopt this approach in our research study,
and to work on developing the research duality and linking theorizing
with reality to get out of the reality of the fragile state into the reality of
state building Modernity, leading to the formulation of an effective and
influential Iraqi foreign policy in the regional and international
environment.

As it is not possible to implement an effective and influential
foreign policy without applying the mechanisms of political engineering
at home and trying to advance the state, rebuild it and pull it out from the
classifications of failed states. The process of political engineering,
reform and positive change requires a comprehensive evaluation pause of
the existing situation and evaluation of public policies for state building
over the years. And then setting goals to address them, engineering
strategies to achieve those goals, and paying attention to indicators to
measure progress, all we aspire to from that is rebuilding the Iraqi foreign
policy and striving to achieve the state's internal and external goals.

Thus, the study concluded with the fact that the internal crises and
external interventions that led to the collapse of the state and the
weakness of its construction leading to the state of failure of the state,
have been reflected in the orientation of its foreign policy, and the
adoption of a floating foreign policy that searches for goals, and does not
plan goals, are affected by external factors more than their focus On the
influential reaction, it cares about power and personal interests and
overlooks the deprivation of its external rights. It is preoccupied with
struggling over internal centers of influence, far from realizing and
confronting international risks.
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
