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Abstract

This study, entitled “Contemporary Intellectual Security
Challenges and their Impact on Iraqi National Security,” aimed to review
and analyze the problems and challenges facing intellectual security in
our homeland, Iraq, under the current circumstances, and to demonstrate
the impact of those challenges on Iraqi national security. In its main axes,
the study dealt with explaining the nature of intellectual security and a
group of its foundations that are affected by it, as well as explaining the
concept of national security and its basic pillars. The study emphasized
four main dimensions by which intellectual security is affected, and they
represent the most prominent challenges and obstacles facing the
achievement of intellectual security, which are: Challenges Challenges
with religious dimensions, challenges with social and economic
dimensions, as well as challenges with political dimensions, and

challenges with cultural and media dimensions.

In the religious dimension, the study addressed how the
misunderstanding of the Islamic faith, practical and moral violations, as
well as intellectual terrorism, are religious challenges that undermine
intellectual security and incite strife, extremism, and terrorism. The

impact of these challenges on Iraqi national security was explained.

As for the social and economic dimension, the study examined the
factors that cause societal and psychological disturbances and the low
economic conditions that weaken intellectual security, drugs as a
challenge to intellectual security, unemployment as a challenge to
intellectual security, weak social counseling as a challenge to intellectual
security, as well as weak educational family upbringing, among them.
Family disintegration as challenges to intellectual security. The impact of

economic and social challenges on national security was reviewed.

In the political dimension, the study addressed issues that affect
intellectual and national security in Iraq, such as the absence of an
appropriate political environment as an obstacle to achieving intellectual
security, political violence as a factor of weakness for intellectual and
societal security, the weak role of political institutions in intellectual
construction and achieving societal intellectual security, as well as the
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unjust distribution of Fair wealth as an obstacle to achieving intellectual
security. The impact of political challenges on Iraqi national security was
explained

In the cultural and media dimension, the study touched on the
challenges facing the cultural, intellectual and national identity in Iraq,
such as the intellectual and cultural invasion by external forces and its
most prominent means and goals, as well as audio-visual media such as
media and technology and their impact on shaping public opinion and
intellectual awareness. The study also highlighted the roles The role
assigned to religious institutions to fortify society intellectually, and the
role of cultural and media institutions in fortifying society intellectually,
as well as the role of educational institutions in achieving intellectual
security, and concluded with the role of the family in protecting against
intellectual deviations and its role in achieving intellectual security. The
study emphasized the importance of intellectual security in protecting

identity, heritage, and sovereignty.

In conclusion, the study proposed a set of recommendations and
solutions to confront these challenges and enhance intellectual and
national security in Iraq.
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
