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This study covered" Emirates of Hawashim supervision in
Hijaz( centurt 3-7 h / 9-13 AC)Political study" To learn about the role
of these emirates during this period and the extent of their political
influence in the Hijaz, the study was divided into an introduction and
three chapters, in addition to the conclusion and appendices.

The first chapter dealt with: The Emirate of the Mosaic Nobles in
Mecca, in which we discussed the lineage of the Emirate, its origin, its
internal conditions, and its external relationship. As for the second
chapter, it was devoted to talking about the Emirate of the Hawashim
Nobles in Mecca, reviewing the establishment of the Emirate, its origins,
and the circumstances that allowed princes to reach power in Mecca, as
well as the internal conditions and disturbances. Political affairs, its
external relations and the fall of the emirate, while the third chapter dealt
with the emirate of the noble Banu Muhanna in Medina, its origin and
establishment, the internal conditions, and its external relations. The
research was concluded with a conclusion in which we briefly discussed
the most important results reached by the study.

The study concluded that the princes of the Hawashim families
were holding the reins of affairs in their hands and that the authority of
the Abbasid Caliphate over them was nominal. It also demonstrated the
frequent strife and disturbances in the Hijaz due to competition between
the princes. The competition between the princes led to the multiplicity of
their emirates, their division, and the inability to confront the external
challenges they faced. The lack of interest in the regime of the Crown
Prince led to conflicts between the nobles, as well as the weakness of the
economic resources of Hejaz, which made these princes subordinate to
external political forces. The imposition of excise duties and taxes on
pilgrims and tribes, and the neglect of the Hajj seasons, which were
punctuated by many assassinations due to political conflict.
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
