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Abstract

The present thesis offers a comprehensive study of the evolution of
the concept of the family throughout the ages, starting with ancient
civilizations, through divine religions, and up to the modern era, with a
focus on the impact of international human rights conventions on family
life. This study reflects the importance of the family in ancient
civilizations and its vital role in building societies. It then highlights its
position in the heavenly religions, which gave it special attention in terms
of rights and duties. Then, this study includes the modern era, where the
human rights movement emerged and many international conventions
have been issued that emphasized the protection of the family and the
rights of its members, such as the right to work, the right to education,
and the right to political participation. Moreover, this thesis tackles the
international agreements that directly affect the family, such as the
Convention on the Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination against
Women (CEDAW), the Convention on the Rights of the Child, and the
Convention on Consent to Marriage. More analysis is given about the
impact of these charters and agreements on the family in terms of
promoting gender equality, protecting children's rights, and ensuring
freedom of choice of partner, while discussing the challenges faced by
some societies in reconciling these charters with local cultural and

religious values.
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
