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The study aimed at the following:
1- Preparing and implementing the Transcendent Leadership Questionnaire Adapting
the High Inclusion Questionnaire for Secondary School Principals in Mosul City from
the point of view of physical education teachers.
2- Identifying the levels of leadership of high inclusion, in their dimensions, for
secondary school principals in the city of Mosul from the point of view of physical
education teachers.
3- Identifying the relationship and the percentage of the contribution of the
transcendent leadership in its dimensions to the high inclusion of secondary school
principals in the city of Mosul from the point of view of physical education teachers.
As for the second section, the researcher dealt with references, sources, literature and
theoretical frameworks related to research variables, transcendent leadership in its
dimensions (values, moral transcendence (spirituality), organizational behavior,
vision), high inclusion in its dimensions (development practices, rewards, information
sharing, empowerment), and school sports, as well as the inclusion of a number of
similar and related studies.
While the third section included field procedures in completing the requirements of
the thesis, as the researcher adopted the descriptive approach in the correlational

survey method, for its suitability and the nature of the current research.
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The research sample was represented by the 200 physical education teachers in the
city of Mosul, and in order to access the data necessary to complete the requirements
of the thesis, the researcher prepared a questionnaire for transcendent leadership in its
dimensions and adapted the questionnaire of high inclusion in its dimensions for
secondary school principals in the city of Mosul.

After completing the scientific steps followed in preparing the Transcendent
Leadership Questionnaire and adapting the High Containment Questionnaire, the
Transcendent Leadership and High Containment Questionnaires settled on (24) items
distributed over (4) dimensions each.

In order to reach the results of the current research, the researcher used the statistical
bag (SPSS)anda set of statistical means: such as percentage, arithmetic mean,
standard deviation, simple correlation coefficient (Pearson), Spearman-Brown
equation, chi-square (Ka2), Crowe-nbach alpha equation, Getman's equation, simple
and multiple regression coefficient.

The researcher reached a set of conclusions, the most important of which are:

1- Secondary school principalsin the city of Mosul have very high levels
of transcendent leadership and dimensions and the high inclusion of physical
education teachers in its dimensions.

2- The existence of a relationship and a significant contribution to transcendent
leadership and its dimensions (values, moral transcendence (spirituality),
organizational behavior, vision) in the high inclusion of secondary school principals
in the city of Mosul from the point of view of physical education teachers.

The most important recommendation of the researcher is the following:

1- Promoting the principle of continuity for secondary school principals by exercising

transcendent leadership of physical education teachers, andtargeting secondary school
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principals with training programs and courses that develop their abilities in providing
physical education teachers with positive attitudes towards their tasks in school
sports..

2- Highlighting the transcendent leadership of secondary school principals and their
participation in their development programs as they provide confidence for physical
education teachers and create an atmosphere in which the physical education teacher
participates in decisions and encourages him to carry out his tasks in the best way and

harmony in the school and contain it.
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
