Abstract

The history of the economic and living conditions of any society is
regarded as a significant indication to know the pattern of life with its different
ways. Since the Arab and Islamic society attracted the attention of many
researchers, especially the distinguished class such as caliphs, ministers, and
princes in addition to the general class, yet the Scientists class was not

highlighted through tracing their living conditions and their economic level.

This study attempted to explore this important living aspect of the
Scientists life because they are an example be followed by people. What
encouraged the researcher to tackle this topic is that the Abbasid age witnessed

prolific productions of the Scientists in many respects.

The research depended on many methods in addition to the inductive
descriptive method which aims to describe the phenomenon with a view to
understanding its reasons and dimensions. The historical and analytical methods

were used to study this phenomenon.

The dissertation comprises two parts. The first part deals with the living
conditions of Scientists. This part is divided into two chapters. The first chapter
examines the educational and administrative activity of Scientists. The first
section tackles Scientists task in education, and it also discusses their role in this
job in caliphs’ palaces or in princes’ houses, not to mention the great amount of
money they got from this job. The second section is devoted to handling their
educational role through teaching the private and public classes. The third
section explores the role of Scientists in medical sciences. The fourth section
gives an accoun t of Scientists job in copying and writing where a number of
Scientists made great efforts. The fifth section treats their official tasks, and

some of them assumed the post of a ministers.



The second chapter of the first part is divided into three sections. The first
section tackles the commercial role of Scientists. The second section explores
their work in crafts, professions, and free jobs. Finally, the third section

examines their work in agriculture.

The second part gives a review of the poverty and richness of Scientists
and the reflection of this on their expenditure and their living. This part
embraces two chapters. Chapter one is divided into four sections which deal
with the poverty of Scientists, their richness, their asceticism, and their generous

and stingy nature respectively.

On the other hand, Chapter two studies the ways of Scientists
expenditure. This chapter has three sections. The first section explains how they
spent money on gaining knowledge, especially the Prophet’s traditions. The
second section offers an account of the money Scientists spent on the people
who were in need, and how they supported the poor people and the needy.
Eventually, the last section is concerned with how Scientists paid special
attention to build general institutions. In fact, they had a significant role in
building hospitals, a matter which reflected the prosperity of the Islamic

civilization.
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
