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Abstract 

Background: Infection Control is the basic element for patient in hemodialysis 

unit. Nurses Play an important and fundamental role in health Care Services that 

prevent and Control Nosocomail Infection in Patients who are at possible risk of 

exposure to contamination at dialysis unit. 

Objectives: This study aimed to evaluate the nursing staff intervention measures 

Toword infection control application in the dialysis unit.  

Material and methods: A descriptive design was adopted to accomplish the 

objectives of the study for the period from December 1st, 2021, to February 1st, 

2022 in three Mosul city hospitals. A Convenience sample was selected, (60) 

nurses participated in the study. Data analysis for our study was done with SPSS 

version 26. 

Results: The study findings show that (41.67 %) of the study sample within (25-

29 Years) age group, and according to the gender was male (51.7 %), in 

qualification (43.35 %) were bachelor degree, (76.7 %) from them had less than 

 All the nurses were vaccinated against 

hepatitis B virus. There are weak points in most 

wearing face shield, cleaning and disinfecting the beds and chairs of patients and 

external surfaces of the machines in pre & post dialysis. 

Conclusion: The study concludes that there is a clear defect in the application 

of most nursing procedure and measures to control the transmission of infection 

inside hemodialysis units in Mosul city hospitals. 

Recommendations: Organizing periodic and annual training and development 

courses that focus on explaining infection control standards in hospitals. All 

nurses work in dialysis units must wear appropriate personal protective 

equipment when interacting with patients, stressing how important it is to clean 

and sterilize the dialysis machines in a way that follows the rules set by the 

World Health Organization. 
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
