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ABSTRACT

The study presented a mature vision of the geography of elections,
the relationship between them and the factors influencing them, to
examine the effect of the place on the vote. Electors’ votes are directly
and indirectly influenced by geographical factors represented by political,
economic and social factors. Moreover, this effect reflected positively or
negatively on the percentage of electoral participation and its variance,
according to the beliefs of voters and the effects of the political situation,

economic and social country.

The study dealt with the behavior of the Kurdish voter in the
electoral cycles. The behavior of the Kurdish voter was not constant
during the five electoral cycles held in Kurdistan, at the level of the
province as a whole and the province of Dohuk as a case study. The study
focused on the fifth session of the year (2018) in Duhok governorate
specifically, as it represents the scientific aspect of the field study of the
study.

The study started from the hypothesis that the electoral behavior of
the citizen in the Kurdistan Region of Iraq varies from region to region.
Meanwhile the party conflicts were strongest in some large city centers
such as Sulaymaniyah and Arbil due to the emergence of new parties, for
example: the Movement of the New Generation in Sulaymaniyah, as well
as the Movement of Change (Koran Movement), and the Kurdistan
Islamic Group in Sulaymaniyah. In the province of Dohuk (Bhdianan),
because of the great influence of the Kurdistan Democratic Party, the

competition was somewhat weak between the Kurdistan Democratic
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Party on the one hand, and the Kurdistan Islamic Union and the Patriotic

Union of Kurdistan on the other hand.

The study concluded by analyzing and interpreting the results
obtained by the main political parties competing within the region in
general and in Duhok in particular and determining the level of support
for each political party or entity by studying the influence of the factors

influencing voter behavior.
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
