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Abstract

Islamic jurists had a prominent, large, and influential role, in
human thought in general, and Islamic rules in particular. Among these
jurists is the eminent Imam al-Hannati (may God have mercy on him),
whose works that he left did not have the opportunity to reach us, as they
have vanished over time and years, and what has reached us is very
limited. It is still in manuscript and has not yet seen the light of day, and
any of his works that have been printed are very rare and difficult to
obtain. His contemporaries, students, and scholars after him had a great
role in conveying his opinions in their books. This glorious work pushed
us to study his efforts in Islamic rules, and learn about his opinions, as he
is one of the Shafi’i jurists and one of the classes of mujtahids who were
known for the strangeness of the opinions attributed to them, and he has
choices in the regard. This study dealt with the personal and scientific life
of Imam Hussein bin Muhammad al-Hannati (who died in 400 AH) by
knowing his birth, upbringing, sheikhs, students, writings, the sayings of
scholars about him, in addition to his death. Also, knowing the political,
scientific, religious, and social conditions that he (may God have mercy
on him) lived in and knowing his method in deriving legal rulings,
whether they were from the Qur’an, the Sunnah, sayings reported from
the Companions of the messenger, consensus, or analogy; This study also
included a comparative study of the opinions addressed by Imam al-
Hannati concerning marriage, divorce, and his opinion of various issues.
Then, we explain the opinions of the four schools of thought and other
schools of thought, along with an explanation of the evidence used by the
followers of the jurisprudence schools, and then a statement of the best

opinion regarding these opinion.
