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Blended learning refers to combining different modes of delivering
information, methods of teaching as well as styles of learning. In specific, it is the
integration of what is called face-to-face learning experience with online learning
experience. This type of learning has been recently recommended by the Iraqi
ministry of Higher Education and Scientific Research as a replacement of relying
totally on online learning due to the outbreak of Covid-19. A matter that requires
investigating students and teachers’ attitudes towards and readiness to the
implementation of such type of learning. As such, the current study aims at: 1-
presenting the reader with what blended learning is, its models, features, and
advantages as well as its implementation in second language acquisition, 2-
identifying EFL university students’ attitudes towards blended learning, 3-
exploring EFL university teachers’ attitudes towards blended learning, 4-
investigating whether EFL university students are ready to learn through blended
learning or not, and 5- examining whether EFL university teachers are ready to use
learning as a method of teaching in their classes or not. The study hypothesizes
that: 1- EFL university students have positive attitudes towards blended learning,
2- EFL University students are ready to be taught through blended learning, 3-

EFL university teachers have positive attitudes towards blended learning, 4- EFL



university teachers are ready to teach using BL. To validate the preceding
hypotheses and bring about the set aims, four close-ended quantitative
questionnaires are presented to students and teachers of the departments of English
of both colleges of Basic Education and Education for Humanities/University of
Mosul. The scoring of these questionnaires is according to a five Likert scale
ranging between strongly-agree and strongly disagree. On analyzing the collected
data, it was found out that: 1- Based on the testing of the first hypothesis and aim,
it is quite clear that EFL students have positive attitudes towards BL, 2- Building
on the testing of the second hypothesis and aim, the results show that EFL students
are ready to learn through BL, 3- In relation to the testing of the third hypothesis
and aim the results illustrate that EFL teachers have positive attitudes towards BL,
4-Regarding the testing of the fourth hypothesis and aim, the results clarify that
EFL teachers are ready to teach through BL.
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
