Abstract
Background: Ensuring timely childhood vaccination is crucial for public
health, with mothers’ information and attitudes being key determinants of
compliance, In Mosul City, evaluating mothers’ information and attitudes
can help identify gaps and guide strategies to improve vaccine uptake and

child health outcome.

Objective: The aim of this study to assess the level of information and
attitudes among mothers regarding childhood vaccination at primary heath

care centers in Mosul city.

Method and Material: The researcher employed a cross-sectional study
design. The duration of the study has extended from 18 December 2024 to
29 June 2025 involving a sample of 400 mothers, a non-probability
purposive sampling method, who were directly interviewed in primary
healthcare centers during their routine visits for vaccinating their children
under the age of five. Data gathering is done by using a constructed

questionnaire. The data analysis was achieved by SPSS version 26.

Results: Mothers' information toward childhood vaccinations differed
statistically and significantly, according to the study's findings. That, 87%
(348) had acceptable level of mother information, compared to 5% (20)
who showed good information and 8% (32) who showed low information.
By comparison, the attitudes of mothers revealed that 22% (88) had
negative attitudes, 31% (124) had acceptable attitudes, and 47% (188) had
positive attitudes about vaccination. Demographic variables, particularly
age, occupation, and educational attainment, do not significantly correlate

with mothers' knowledge and attitudes regarding childhood vaccinations.

Conclusion and recommendation: Mothers in Mosul City were well

informed concerning vaccine benefits but limited information about side
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effects. Also, positive attitudes were common, though some

misconceptions about vaccines persisted. Education and Dbetter
communication are keys to improving vaccine compliance and reducing

hesitancy.
