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Bstract

Since the Holy Quran is the most honorable book revealed by God
Almighty, to his most honorable prophet, our prophet Mohammed (peace
be upon him), and since every science is honored by its subject, or the
need for it, I have chosen to study the most honorable subject, which is
the Holy Quran, and to do my research in the best branch of religious
science ,which is (The Science of the Creed), because this branch of
science has earned all types of honor, as there is no more important topic
than Allah and His attributes, and that of his prophets and messengers
(peace be upon them). The essence of the Science of the Creed is finding
the happiness in peoples’ earthly life and afterlife, and the need for that is
urgent for people to taste the sweetness of faith and the feel the calmness
.of inner peace

For above mentioned reasons, I wanted to serve my religion and my faith
in this humble research, which is referred to as “The underlying creedal
concepts in Surat Yusof — An analytical study". The research is arranged
:as: An Introduction, Four Chapter, Conclusion, and Indexes, as follows
In the introduction: I mentioned the importance of the subject, the
reasons for its selection, the method of research, previous studies, and the
Structure of the research in a brief way

The preliminary chapter included the inspection the meaning of the title
“The underlying creedal concepts in Surat Yusof " which included the
basics of this science like the definition, its names, subjects, benefits,
targets. Then I gave a general introduction for the holy sura, by
describing its name, position among other suras, number of its verses, its
words, its letters, and the reasons for its descending, and the differences
between it and the other suras. Then I introduced prophet Yusof (peace
.(be upon him

The first chapter included the underlying creedal concepts related to God
in "Surat Yosuf", like his oneness, and his perfect names and attributes
mentioned it this Sura. and that Holy Quran is the word of Allah, and the
religious judgement of prostration for anyone but Allah



The second chapter specialized in the underlying creedal concepts
related to revelations mentioned in Surat Yosuf, the definition of
prophecy, requirements of prophecy, the prophecy of Yaqoobs' (peace be
upon him) sons, the attributes of Yosuf (peace be upon him) and the
miracles mentioned in this Holy sura, and his holy dream and its effect on
.the preceding events

Chapter three contains the underlying creedal concepts in Surat Yosuf
.related to death, afterlife, and the hatred of devil to human beings

Finally, the conclusion contains the important results I reached as a
researcher in a brief way, most notably that the Holy Sura includes
underlying creedal concepts related to prophecy more than that related to
Allah attributes or that of death and afterlife. Also that learning Arabic
language is one of the important obligations of Islam religion, and that
prostration to anyone but Allah is forbidden in Islam but doesn’t make
the person who do it as infidel. And the Holy dreams are sources for the
divine secret world and that holy dreams are righteous and are part of
prophecy, and that the Sura is full of evidences the proves the innocence
of Yosuf from all charges attributed to him. And that Yosufs’ brothers
.were not prophets

In the recommendations I mentioned that there are some Suras in Quran
that weren'’t studied from a creedal point of view, and there is a need for
studying them and extracting the creedal concepts from them. And I asked
professionals to re-study the interpretations of Suras of Quran and
purifying it from wrong ideas that were inserted by Jews and Masonries.
