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Abstract

Intertextuality is a necessary mechanism to reveal the shutters of the
text when reading it. In addition, it reveals the cross-fertilization
relationship between the studied text and the absent texts, as each text is
nothing but an organized formation, to one degree or another, with
previous texts.

A reader of Ibn Mugbil's poetry finds that it is cross-fertilized with
previous texts, whether they were mythological, religious, or literary.

We have found in this field a material suitable for research,
especially since this aspect was not studied in the poetry of Ibn Mugbil -
according to our knowledge - and from here we have resolved to study
intertextuality in the poetry of Ibn Mugbil.

The research plan consisted of an introduction, three chapters and a
conclusion.

In the preface, we dealt with the emergence of the term
intertextuality and the ancient and modern critical statements and their
position on intertextuality and its identification, in addition to our
introduction by talking about text and intertextuality, both linguistically
and idiomatically, and the ancient monetary terms close to the term
intertextuality.

In the first chapter, religious intertextuality in Ibn Mugbil’s poetry.
The research focused on intertextuality with the Islamic religion
represented by the Noble Qur’an and the Noble Prophetic hadith. We
also revealed the poet's intertextuality with a section of the religious
beliefs of Judaism, Christianity and Judaism

As for the second chapter (the legendary intertextuality), we dealt
with the intertextuality of the poet with the myths and the extent of the
poet’s rumination of the legendary given or deviation from it, addressing
most of Ibn Mugbil’s intertextuality with the myths that imposed their
presence in his poetry.

In the third chapter, we dealt with the intertextualities with pre-
Islamic poetry and the veteran poets, and the forms of those
intertextualities.

The study ended with a conclusion in which we showed the most
important results that we reached and were proven to the sources and
references that we relied on.
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
