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Abstract

Recent years there has been a remarkable interest by Arab and Iraqi
researchers and academics in studying the history of the Ottoman Empire.
The result of this interest was a large number of academic studies
between Ph.D. and MA thesis, as well as research in various academic
journals. Within this context, our choice of the theme of "The position of
the Levant from the abolition of the Ottoman Caliphate 1924-1931" is the

title of our study of the doctoral dissertation.

The abolition of the Ottoman caliphate had a great impact on Turkey
itself, the authority and the people, and despite the justifications and
motives presented by Mustafa Kemal Ataturk to initiate this matter, but
this did not prevent the protest and resentment of his closest associates
and their categorical rejection of such a measure, and the same applies to
the Turkish people, The countries and peoples of the Arabic Levant,
despite their being under foreign occupation, are far from the event of the

abolition of the Caliphate.

The study was divided into five chapters, counting the first chapter
of the study was divided into a preliminary chapter entitled "The Islamic
Caliphate in Ottoman Thought", which included three basic topics. The
first topic dealt with the definition of the Caliphate as a language and a
term. The second topic dealt with the topic: "Intellectual and Political
Developments in the Ottoman Empire" 1908-1918 ), And the third topic
dealt with the subject of (the Turkish National Movement and Kemales

Movement conferences).

While the second chapter dealt with the issue of (Mustafa Kemal and
the motives for canceling the caliphate), while the second topic focused

on "the position of the politicians and the Turkish deputies from the



abolition of the Islamic Caliphate ), And the third topic to address the

topic (the position of the Turkish people of the abolition of succession).

And we stopped in the third chapter when the subject cast a shadow
over (abolition of the Ottoman caliphate and the official Arab position),
in this chapter, we discussed the position of the king of Hijaz, Hussein
bin Ali and his son Prince Abdullah, on the abolition of the caliphate. The
second topic dealt with the issue of the position of the King of Iraq, Faisal
Bin Al Hussein, on the abolition of the Caliphate. The third study dealt
with the position of Imam Yahya in Yemen on the abolition of the
Caliphate. Finally, the fourth topic came to stand at King Fouad's position

and ambitions for succession.

As forthe fourth chapter, we discussed the issue of the abolition of
the Ottoman Caliphate and the Arab popular position. It included three
main topics. The first topic was entitled "The position of the religion of
religion in the Arab Levant on the abolition of the Caliphate." The second
topic dealt with the Arab press in the countries Arab Orient, while the
third section came to stand at the most prominent intellectual and poetic

figures.

The fifth and final chapter dealt with the topic of "Conferences for
the Revival of the Ottoman Caliphate in the Arab Levant." We stopped at
the Karachi Conference as well as the Cairo Conference, the Mecca

Conference and the Jerusalem Conference.
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
