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Abstract

The andalusian artistic prose in (the kingdom of Granada) was
characterized by a comprehensive renaissance, and the messages directed
to the countries of the east were the best evidence of the political, Social
and cultural conditions that granada reached on the eve of its fall. In Al-
Andalus, Prose did not receive the attention it deserved compared to
poetry. This prompted us to clarify the picture of the messages in the era
of bani Al-Ahmar, Under the guidance of the supervisors, Professor Dr.
Salih Wais Muhammad, To suggest the title of the message marked with
(The architecture of the image in Andalusian Prose - Rayhana bin Al-
Khatib (d. 776 AH) as an example).
