The study emphasizes the need for flexible legal
frameworks that balance respect for national sovereignty with the
imperative of international justice, This thesis constitutes a
scholarly contribution to understanding the complex interaction
between international and domestic law, offering practical insights
for strengthening this interaction in service of international criminal
justice objectives.
