Abstract

Popular control and rationalization of the political behavior of
political parties are two important variables that affect one another,
and the relationship between them varies from one country to
another. They are strong and continuous in countries with
democratic political systems and not continuous and even severed
in countries with non-democratic systems.

The effect of popular oversight in rationalizing the behavior of
political parties occurs through the presence of several factors, the
most important of which is the availability of an element of
awareness, awareness among the people on the one hand and
among political parties on the other. Without the presence of
masses who know their rights and know how to push the
government for achaiving them, popular control will not have an
important role in restoring these rights by pushing the parties to
political rationalization. At the same time, without the presence of
conscious political parties, these parties will not accept public
pressure and will not work to reconsider their method of work and
make it rational.

With regard to Britain, which is the focus of this study, the
strewtype of this country is that it is an advanced country with
deep democratic roots, and its political parties are among the
oldest parties in the world so this general perception suggests to
some scholars that its formal and informal institutions included its
parties play roles characterized by rationality. In fact, this is not
true, as the British parties also suffer from some negatives in
performance, and these negatives have prompted the masses to
exercise their natural right to monitor them and put pressure on
them through many means related to depriving the poorly
performing parties of the public’s votes in the elections to using
other peaceful methods provided by the democratic system. The
popular control in Britain is like other countries in the world in
having a number of challenges that reduce its influence on parties,
such as the absence of supporting constitutional texts and the
presence of political traditions that are difficult to change, such as
bipartisanship and the honorary and symbolic status of the royal
crown, under whose banner the parties operate and represent their
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desire. Therefore, disobeying and criticizing it means, on the other
hand, criticizing the king.

The study came out with a number of conclusions, the most
important of which is that popular control is a means for the
masses to protect and regain their rights, and that its practice
requires high awareness. At the same time, there must be
appropriate democratic conditions and the presence of parties that
believe in the masses and respect their will.

As for the recommendations presented by the study, the first of
them is that the masses in countries around the world benefit from
the experience of popular control in Britain, as it has long-standing
roots and is a long and accumulated experience over time.
