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Abstract

The current study aims at defining effect of partner strategy on
achievement and terms of peaceful co-existence for fifth—grade primary
class pupils in social sciences achieve these aims, the researcher made

three null hypo:

Researcher used empirical design of two equivalent groups
(experimental and control). Sample was (56) pupils falling into (28)
pupils at experimental and control groups each Experiment group used
partners strategy while control group used traditional method.
Researcher equalized both group in (time age, average of mid—year
grades for fifth class in all materials, grade of social sciences in fifth
grade for mid—-year of academic year 2021-2022 T-test for terms of
peaceful co—existence and academic achievement of parents ) variable.

Researcher made a (30) items achievement test, (15) items of test of

terms of peaceful co—existence. Validity of which were verified via
passing a panel of references to extract reliability. Stability was found
using (person conjunction factor) reading (0.89) a high and good
degree. Researcher found stability of test of peaceful co—existence
using person conjunction factor reaching (0.89) a high and good
degree. After treating data Statistically using (t. test) for two
independent related samples factors of difficulty easiness distinguishing
and efficiency of alternatives kai square, person conjunction factor the

results showed:



1- Existence of statistically significant difference at (0.05) level between
the means of experimental group using partner strategy and control
group using traditional method in achievement test and in favor of

experimental.

2- Existence of statistically significant difference at (0.05) level between
average of test of terms of peaceful co—existence for experimental group
who used the above mentioned strategy and control group using

traditional method in favor of experimental group.

3- Existence of statistically significant difference at (0.05) level between
the means of pre—post tests of peaceful co—existence for experimental

group and in favor of post test.
Given these result, the researcher made a number of recommendations

1- Teachers of social sciences at primary stage in general and fifth

class in particular use partners strategy due to its effect in increasing
pupil's achievement and developing terms of peaceful co—existence.

2- Primary schools in cooperation with parent teachers association
(PTA) must educate families the important of peaceful co-existence and

enhance them at early stage.
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
