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Abstract

The scholars of Islam have had a great and prominent role in
human thought in general, and in Islamic jurisprudence in particular,
and among these scholars is Imam al-Hanati, whose books and
writings could not be published. The early Shafi’1 scholars were
known for the strangeness of some of the opinions attributed to him,
as he was transmitting the sayings of the jurists of the advanced
schools of thought, and he had his own choices and preferences in

that. His disciples, his writings, the sayings of scholars about him,

and his death.

And also knowing the political, scientific, religious and social
conditions that the Imam lived in his time and the knowledge of
Imam Al-Hanati’s approach to derive legal rulings, whether from the
book, the Sunnah, (consensu , analogy. Zakat, fasting, pilgrimage)
and clarifying his views on these issues, and then stating the views
of the four schools of thought with mentioning the evidence that the
owners of the doctrines infer and discussing them, and then

explaining the most correct of these issues.
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
