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Abstract

The study of the civilization aspects is regarded as one of the most
important studies in the Arab Islamic history for it shows the Arab's
active role in making civilization. They enriched the human civilization
and heritage with their cognitive achievement in different fields. The
active role of Mosul and Al-Jazirah Al-Furatiyya in bilad asham is
discussed in the Zinki and Ayyubid periods (521-658 A.H.) . It studies
the scientific, administrative, economic, and social aspects.

It is attempted in this study to explain the scope and nature of the
coming of Mosul and Al-Jazirah people to bilad asham, to identify the
figures who moved and the reasons of changing places of settlements, to
discuss the nature of that settlements whether it is permanent or
provisional, and to shed light on their civilization contributions.

The research 1s divided into five chapters, with an introduction and
c conclusion. The first chapter treats Mosul, Al-Jazirah, and bilad asham
in the Zinki and Ayyubid ages. It includes three sections. The first section
discusses the boundaries, in addition to the nature and population of
Mosul, Al-Jazirah and bilad asham. The second section is dedicated to
explain the general conditions in these areas. The third section, on the
other hand, handles Mosul and Al-Jazirah people.

The second chapter is devoted to discussing the presence and
settlement of Mosul and Al-Jazirah people in bilad asham. It comprises
two sections. The first section deal with the motives of the transmission
of Mosul and Al-Jazirah people to bilad asham. The second section
tackles the places of coming and settlement weather it is permanent or
temporary. This section also discusses mortality and burial in bilad

asham.



The third chapter gives an account of the contributions made by
Mosul and Al-Jazirah people in different fields. This chapter consists of
four sections. The first section deals with the contributions in religious
sciences. The second section is given to linguistic and human sciences.
The third section discusses the contributions of Mosul and Al-Jazirah
people in field of medicine, philosophy, and kalam. The fourth section
deals with those who contributed or participated in establishing the
educational foundations in bilad asham along with teaching in different
schools of asham.

The fourth chapter sheds light on their contributions in functional
tasks in bilad asham. It has three sections. The first section is devoted to
discussing the administrative field, which includes the high
administrative posts taken by Mosul and Al-Jazirah people. The second
section deals with messengers and delegations in external and internal
tasks.

Finally, the fifth chapter comprises two sections. The first section
shows the economic contributions. The second section gives a reviews of

social contributions.
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
