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Abstract

Mosul is one of the Iraqi cities with a special character in terms of
its population and diversity and in terms of the nature of social life in it.
During the past period, the city was exposed to multiple and complex
problems that affected all aspects of social, economic, cultural and
environmental life, and the resulting destruction of infrastructure, lack of
services (educational and health), and displacement of individuals outside
the city in search of safety and job opportunities. All of this led to many
problems and perhaps failure to achieve development goals in sustainable

development.

Through this, the researcher formed a scientific desire to study the
reality of sustainable development in the city of Mosul and the challenges

it faces, and here lies the problem of the study.

The importance of the applied study, which is represented from the
scientific point of view, comes as social researchers will benefit from this
study, because it seeks to provide an in-depth analysis of the reality of
sustainable development in the city of Mosul, and the most prominent
challenges it faces at the present time. Decision-makers and those
interested in studying sustainable development and its impact on
individuals and institutions alike will also benefit, as the study provides
extensive information about the challenges in the city of Mosul and the
impact of those challenges on achieving the goals of sustainable
development. The results of this study also help officials in Iraq in general
and in Mosul in particular to find effective solutions to deal with the

challenges of sustainable development in the city.
The study aimed to:

1. Attempt to describe the reality of sustainable development in Mosul

in light of measurement indicators represented by: social indicators,
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economic indicators, environmental indicators, and institutional
indicators.

2. Attempt to identify the most prominent challenges facing the
sustainable development process in Mosul.

3. Contribute to finding some solutions to confront the challenges
facing the sustainable development process in Mosul in order to raise
the level of basic services and achieve the desired progress in this
regard.

The researcher used the social survey method (sample survey) in her
study and used tools represented by (questionnaire form, interview,
observation, government documents and records), in addition to using the
comparative method. As for the study sample, it was a quota sample that
amounted to (460) respondents from government departments in the city
of Mosul. The data was processed using statistical methods in the Social
Sciences Package (SPSS). The most prominent results of the study that the

study reached include:

1. With regard to the reality of sustainable development, the results
obtained from (30) indicators distributed over three dimensions:
economic, social and environmental indicate that there are (17)
positive indicators compared to (13) negative indicators.
Accordingly, the reality of sustainable development in the city of
Mosul is generally characterized by some positive indicators,
although there is a difference in the degree of agreement on them
among the sample members of the study units. These indicators
indicate an improvement in the economic situation and social life of
individuals in the city and in providing health services, and the
government's interest in social care, which reflects the state's policy
in ensuring the basic needs of citizens, as well as in the indicators

that indicate interest in the environmental aspect.
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2. There are some negative indicators of the reality of sustainable
development in the city of Mosul, whether in the social, political,
educational, administrative or environmental fields, all of which
express weakness in the procedures adopted by government
departments and institutions related to the sustainable development
process.

3. There is a large group of challenges facing sustainable development
in the city of Mosul, the most important of which are environmental
and health challenges, followed in terms of strength or severity by
other challenges represented by political, administrative,
educational, economic and social challenges, respectively.
Therefore, if we want to achieve the goals of sustainable
development, it is necessary to work on addressing these challenges

according to priority.
