This thesis, entitled “The Narratives Attributed to Al-Asma‘i in the
Sharh al-Qasa’id al-Sab“ al-Tiwal al-Jahiliyat by Abu Bakr al-Anbart (d.

328 AH): A Semantic Study,” aims to analyze the linguistic reports
attributed to Al-Asma‘i in this commentary from a lexical-semantic
perspective. The focus is placed on interpreting vocabulary based on its
poetic and linguistic context.

The study adopts a descriptive-analytical methodology, examining
all of Al-Asma‘i’s narrations and categorizing them into three semantic
fields: terms related to human beings, terms related to nature, and terms
related to animals. A semantic analysis was then conducted, grounded in
classical Arabic dictionaries, linguistic references, and Hadith literature.

The study highlights Al-Asma‘i’s role in guiding semantic
understanding of pre-Islamic poetry. Through his interpretations, he
contributed to revealing the development of meanings and uncovering
various semantic phenomena, making him one of the pioneers who
helped shape early Arabic lexical awareness alongside other foundational

scholars of the Arabic language.
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
