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Abstract

This study aimed at identifying the impact of using SCAMPER strategy on
developing English language learning, achievement and creative thinking for first
level.

Study Approach: To achieve the study aims, the researcher used quasi-
experimental approach on a sample of (40) EFL male and female students of the
Department of Education and Psychological Sciences in the College of Education
for humanities at University of Mosul.

The participants were divided into two equivalent groups, both groups were
pretested to assure that they were equivalent. The experimental group was taught
by using SCAMPER strategy while the control one was taught by the traditional
method in the second term of the year (2020-2021). The experiment lasted six
weeks in which the researcher implemented the study tools to investigate the effect
of SCAMPER strategy. The results were statistically analyzed by SPSS to be
compared with the posttest results.

As a main tool for the study, the researcher used two instructions to collect data

An achievement test of seven questions was designed. The research instruments
have been prepared, including: selecting the instructional material, forming the
behavior real objectives, choosing language games, preparing the model daily
lesson plans for both groups, as well as constructing an achievement post-test and
investigating its validity and reliability. Both groups have been equalized in
certain variables.

The study results showed that SCSMPER strategy had a positive effect
on developing skills of first graders. The results of study also demonstrated
that SCAMPER strategy was effective on developing creative thinking among first
graders. Besides, the findings of the study revealed that there were significant
differences in learning English between the experimental and control groups in
favor of the experimental group, and this was motivated to use SCAMPER
strategy.
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
