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Abstract

The problem of the study is represented in examining the reality of the
Iraqi family in the era of digital culture and the transformations witnessed
by Iraqi society through the widespread use of digital technology. This
technology has contributed to the emergence of new lifestyles for
families¢ including values¢ beliefs¢< and cultural and social manifestations
that differ from what was prevalent in the past. The transition from
traditional methods to digital culture has¢ in turn¢ reflected on the Iraqi
family in general and particularly on families in the city of Tikrit. The
importance of studying the family stems from its role as the fundamental
building block of society¢ responsible for its development and growth.
Thus« the study is based on the following objectives:

e To identify the interests of the Iraqi family in the city of Tikrit in the
era of digital culture.

e To identify the events and areas used to influence the culture of
individuals in general and the culture of families in particular.

e To understand the changes occurring in the fabric of the Iraqi family in
general and families in the city of Tikrit in particular.

e To identify the reflections resulting from digital culture on families in
the city of Tikrit and to provide necessary solutions and treatments for
those reflections.

Hypotheses were formulated to achieve the objectives of the study¢ as
follows:

Main Hypothesis: The main hypothesis is based on the following: (there
is a statistically significant relationship between digital culture and its
reflections on the Iraqi family)< which branches into a set of secondary
hypotheses:

e There is a statistically significant relationship between digital culture
and the Iraqi family in the city of Tikrit in the cultural dimension.

e There is a statistically significant relationship between digital culture
and the Iraqi family in the city of Tikrit in the social dimension.

e There is a statistically significant relationship between digital culture
and the Iraqi family in the city of Tikrit in the political dimension.

e There is a statistically significant relationship between digital culture
and the Iraqi family in the city of Tikrit in the psychological dimension.

e There is a statistically significant relationship between digital culture
and the Iraqi family in the city of Tikrit in the economic dimension.



This study 1s considered a descriptive analytical study that relied on the
social survey method¢ using a random sample of 413 respondents from
the families in the city of Tikrit. We employed various research methods
such as questionnaires and interviews to collect information from the
study community. The study reached a number of findings¢ including:

e There is a significant cultural impact of digital technology in
transferring culture within families¢ indicating their reliance on these
means effectively to exchange cultures and values through technological
uses.

e The use of digital technology connected to the internet by children has
led to weakened socialization and the emergence of psychological
disturbances among them.

e There is a high commitment among family members to a wide range of
social and moral values when using digital technology¢« with a focus on
avoiding sharing inappropriate content for the community.

e There is a weak but significant positive correlation between the digital
culture dimension and the risks of use¢« as well as the new lifestyles and
methods imposed by digital technology based on family usage skills.
