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Abstract

Praise be to God, the Most Gracious, the Most Gracious, the

Importance of studying the topic:

The importance of this study appears in revealing the motives and
means and the approach of the Companions (may God be pleased with
them), in the narration and modernization. This title: The study of any
personality makes us closely connected with Islam, so how if we look at
the biography of many of the Companions (may God be pleased with
them), in order to serve the pure Sunnah, highlight their efforts and make
them known, through what they offered for religion, conquer lands and
cities, and spread knowledge In the horizons, no one has ever discussed
how their approach and efforts in that era.

The research necessitated that 1 divide it into two chapters,
preceded by an introductory chapter and followed by a conclusion, as
shown in the following lines:

Introduction: I talked about the importance of the topic, its goal
and seriousness, the reasons for choosing it, the most important
difficulties I faced, the research plan and my methodology in the thesis.
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As for the introductory chapter: the hadith revolved in it on a
definition of the research vocabulary, the definition of hadith, the Sunnah,
and the companions, and an explanation of the limit of companionship,
their justice and their number...etc. Then, a glimpse was given of the
places and cities that the Iraqi companions (may God be pleased with
them) entered.

As for the first chapter: it was entitled (Introducing the Iraqi
Companions (may God be pleased with them) who have a narration and
those who do not have a narration) and it includes two sections. The
Iraqis (may God be pleased with them) who have a narration in the two
Sahihs, and the second: the Iraqi Companions (may God be pleased with
them) who have a narration in the four Sunan.

The second topic: the Iraqi Companions (may God be pleased with
them) who had a narration outside the six, and those who did not have a
narration: The first requirement: the Iraqi companions (may God be
pleased with him) who had a narration outside the six, and the second
requirement: the Iraqi companions (may God be pleased with them) who
were not mentioned They have a story.

Chapter Two: It was entitled (The Efforts of the Iraqi Companions
- may God be pleased with them - in preserving and transmitting the
Sunnah) and it included five sections.

The first requirement: the knowledge of the Companions (may God
be pleased with them) of the status of the Sunnah.

The second requirement: the encouragement to bear knowledge and
communicate it.

The third requirement: The Noble Qur’an raised the status of
science and scholars and downgraded the ignorant and ignorant people.

The second topic: Methods of receiving hadith among the Iraqi
companions (may God be pleased with them). It contains two
requirements

The first requirement: The Iraqi Companions (may God be pleased with
them) received hadith on the life of the Prophet (may God bless him and
grant him peace).
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The second requirement: The Iraqi companions (may God be
pleased with them) received the hadith after the death of the Prophet
(peace and blessings of God be upon him).

The third topic: the efforts of the Iraqi Companions (may God be
pleased with them) in codifying the Sunnah.

It included three demands:

The first requirement: writing before Islam and in the early days of
Islam.

The second requirement: writing the hadith in the era of the
Prophet (peace and blessings of God be upon him).

The third requirement: Writing in the era of the Caliphs (may God
be pleased with them).

The fourth topic: The approach and rules of the Iraqi Companions
(may God be pleased with them) in modernization and the etiquette of the
novel.

It included three demands:

The first requirement: the approach and rules of the Iraqi
Companions (may God be pleased with them) with regard to the chain of
transmission.

The second requirement: The approach and rules of the Iraqi Companions
(may God be pleased with them) with regard to the text.

The third requirement: The etiquette of narration according to the
Iraqi Companions (may God be pleased with them) in publishing the
hadith.

The fifth topic: the means of the Iraqi Companions (may God be
pleased with them) in spreading the hadith.

It included two requirements:

The first requirement: The Iraqi Companions Modernization
Centers (may God be pleased with them).

The second requirement: the means of spreading the hadith.

As for the conclusion: it summarized the most important findings, and
