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Abstract

With Isaac, peace be upon him, according to the Torah, it
insists that the Prophet of God Abraham, peace be upon him,
distinguishes between his sons, and the Prophet of God Abraham,
peace be upon him, who blessed Ishmael, peace be upon him, and
built the Kaaba with him, deprives him of his heirs, while the heirs
are limited to Isaac, peace be upon him, while God Almighty
equated Between Ishmael and Isaac in the heirs of Abraham, peace
be upon them, which is the heirs of the doctrine of monotheism,
which is the most important thing that Abraham, peace be upon
them, left to his sons, It has become clear that Islam 1s more fair to
the Prophet Ishmael, peace be upon him, and his descendants. It
does not distinguish between him and his brother Isaac, peace be
upon him, nor between their descendants. The distinction between
the Prophet of God Isaac, peace be upon him, and his descendants
over the Prophet Ishmael, peace be upon him, and his descendants
is something that has no basis in Islam, as it often The Holy Qur’an
equates the two prophets Ishmael and Isaac, peace be upon them,
without the slightest distinction or distinction between them or
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their descendants. Although Islam’s treatment of the personality of
the Prophet of God, Isaac, peace be upon him, is more logical and
acceptable than it is in Judaism, Islam does not differentiate
between prophet and prophet, nor lineage and lineage, nor does an
Arab have any preference over a non-Arab. Except through piety
and good deeds, and the morals of the prophets, their attributes,
and their status with God Almighty can only be taken from the
Holy Qur’an, which God pledged to preserve.
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
