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Abstract

The 1973-2001 is considered an important event in the history of
the Arabs. After the Arabs struggled to gain freedom, independence, and
liberation from oppression and tyranny by the major powers that aimed to
extend their influence on the Arab lands and control their destiny, the
Arabs began to struggle for liberation from colonialism of all kinds, as
well as the desire of the Arabs to self-determination and independence
resulted in their involvement in the international system and the
emergence of problems represented by the border issues that were
considered the heirs of colonialism and the impact of its negative effects
prompted the Arabs to resort to international law to present their cases to
the International Court of Justice, after which an international judicial
institution.

Writing about contemporary Arab issues is not an easy task,
because each issue occurred between two countries according to certain
circumstances and during successive periods of time. The study was
divided into an introduction, four chapters, a conclusion and appendixes.
The chapter one included the international system 1919-1945, which
included three sections. The first section dealt with the nature of the
international system. The second section concerned the development of
the international system from the Westphalian Conference to the
economic crisis 1648-1929, in which it dealt with the most prominent
events that took place in these years, from treaties, conferences and
battles to the occurrence of the global crisis known as the economic crisis
that permeated most European countries. As for the third section, it dealt
tracing the development of the international development from Japan's
occupation of Manchuria until the end of World War II, through which he
clarified the nature of international relations before and after the end of

World War II.
